A. By-law No 7—Hoardings, is hereby repealed.

Definitions


1. In this by-law:



(1)
‘cat’ means a cat over 6 weeks in age; and



(2)
‘keep’ includes the provision of food and shelter.

Identification of cats


2. No person shall without permission keep a cat in the council’s area, unless that cat is identified in the manner described in regulations made under the Dog and Cat Management Act 1995.

Limit on cat numbers


3. (1)
The limit on the number of cats kept on any premises is two.


(2) No person shall without permission keep a cat on any premises where the number of cats being kept on those premises exceeds the limit.


(3) The limit does not apply to those cats being kept on a premises when this by-law comes into effect,


but (subject to paragraphs 3 (4), 3 (5) and 5, the limit does apply if the number of cats kept on those premises increases after that time.


(4) The limit also does not apply where the council is satisfied:



that all cats being kept on a premises area desexed;



and



that no insanitary condition is being caused because of those cats;



and



that no nuisance is being caused to any neighbour by reason of odour from cat urine or by reason of any of those cats wandering from the premises.


(5) The limit also does not apply to a kennel establishment in respect of which a development authorisation is in force under the Development Act 1993 so as to prevent cats being kept as contemplated by that authorisation.

Notices


4. (1) The council may serve notice on the occupier of premises or the owner of a cat requiring action to be taken to ensure compliance with this by-law.


(2) The person to whom notice is given shall comply with it.


(3) If the person to whom notice was given does not comply with it, the council may carry out the terms of the notice and recover the costs of so doing from that person.

5. This by-law is subject to any State or Commonwealth legislation.
