These cards have been approved by the Department for Transport, Energy and
Infrastructure (DTEI), for concession fare travel on all Adelaide Metro bus, train and
tram services and Government Contracted Regional Bus services throughout South
Australia.

RULES OF THE LEGAL PRACTITIONERS EDUCATION
AND ADMISSION COUNCIL 2004

Amendment No. 3

PURSUANT to sections 14C, 14J and 17A of the Legal Practitioners Act 1981, as amended, and to all other enabling powers, the Legal Practitioners Education and Admission Council makes the following Rules to take effect as amendments to the LPEAC Rules 2004:



1. These Rules may be cited as the ‘LPEAC Rules 2004’, Amendment No. 3.



2. The LPEAC Rules 2004, as amended by these Rules may be cited as the ‘LPEAC Rules 2004’.



3. Rule 2.1 is amended by deleting the words ‘subject to subrule 2.3’.



4. Delete Rule 2.3.



5. Appendix A is amended by deleting ‘Professional Conduct (including Basic Trust Accounting)’ and substituting in its place the following:





‘Ethics and Professional Responsibility





Professional and personal conduct in respect of a practitioner’s duty:







(a)
to the law;







(b)
to the Courts;







(c)
to clients, including a basic knowledge of the principles relating to the holding of money on trust; and







(d)
to fellow practitioners.





OR





Topics of such breadth and depth as to satisfy the following guidelines:







The topics should include knowledge of the various pertinent rules con-cerning a practitioner’s duty to the law, the Courts, clients and fellow practitioners, and a basic knowledge of the principles relating to the holding of money on trust.’



6. Rule 6.1 is amended by deleting the words ‘an officer authorised by the Secretary to the Commonwealth Attorney-General’s Department to act in the name of the Australian Government Solicitor in the State’, and substituting therefor the words ‘an AGS lawyer (as defined under the Judiciary Act 1903 of the Commonwealth) who is designated by the Australian Government Solicitor as a senior executive who may act as a principal’.



7. Rule 6.3 is amended by deleting the words ‘an officer authorised by the Secretary to the Commonwealth Attorney-General’s Department to act in the name of the Australian Government Solicitor in the State’, and substituting therefor the words ‘the Australian Government Solicitor’.
