2.4 Where one or more project milestones is scheduled to occur during any licence year, the amount calculated in accordance with 
Clauses 2.2 and/or 2.3 (as the case may be) in respect of a period within the licence year shall be calculated on a pro rata basis. 

3. General Provisions 

3.1 This rental determination will take effect on and from publication. 

Note: In accordance with Regulation 24(7) of the Hydrogen and Renewable Energy Regulations 2024, the Minister may, not 
less than 5 years after making this rental determination, undertake a review of the determination. 
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3.2 For the purposes of this rental determination: 

(a) established means constructed, installed and commissioned; 

(b) project means the authorised operations undertaken under a renewable energy infrastructure licence; 

(c) proposed project means the proposed exploitation of a renewable energy resource; 

(d) project completion means the establishment of all of the renewable energy infrastructure comprised in the project or 
proposed project (as the case may be) (and, for the avoidance of doubt, if the project or proposed project (as the case may 
be) is to be established in stages, means the establishment of the renewable energy infrastructure in all stages);

(g) scheduled, in relation to a project milestone, means the date by which renewable energy infrastructure comprised in the 
project milestone is scheduled to be established in accordance with the approved work program as at the date of the grant 
of the renewable energy infrastructure licence (regardless of whether the relevant renewable energy infrastructure is 
established or established by that date).  

3.3 In this determination, if a monetary amount is followed by the words (indexed):  

(a) the amount is to be adjusted on each anniversary of the commencement date of this determination by multiplying the amount 
by the standard State Government indexation rate; and  

(b) if the amount is adjusted during a licence year, the adjusted amount shall be apportioned on a pro rata basis.
