Requirement to Vaccinate Commercial Laying and Meat Poultry with Newcastle Disease Vaccine and Prohibition on the Introduction of Unvaccinated Poultry into South Australia

PURSUANT to section 37 of the Livestock Act 1997, and for the purpose of the control and eradication of Newcastle Disease, (a disease of avian species), I, Paul Holloway, Minister for Agriculture, Food and Fisheries, require that all birds in:



1. commercial flocks being reared for either table egg production or hatching eggs; or



2. layer flocks over 1 000 birds or where the flock is less than 1 000 birds the eggs from the flock are sold wholesale or to a retailer or agency; or



3. meat flocks where the birds are destined to be processed in a poultry processing plant licensed under the Meat Hygiene Act 1994,

must be vaccinated with a Newcastle Disease vaccine, in accordance with the Newcastle Disease Vaccination Program Standard Operating Procedures as approved, from time to time, by the National Management Group of the Primary Industries Standing Committee and the Chief Inspector of Stock. 


In addition, no person may introduce into South Australia any poultry destined for use within the commercial poultry industry unless the birds have been vaccinated for Newcastle Disease virus in accordance with the Newcastle Disease Vaccination Program Standard Operating Procedures.
